One of the new ideas put forward in the last quarter of the 19" century was the idea of a
monorail railroad. The idea was laughed at by many but some people believed it was a
promising one.

One of the first monorails appeared in 1882 when L. Brennan, an Irishman, built an
experimental monorail car. The inventor designed his car as a military vehicle because the
speed at which a single rail could be laid made it ideal for military purpose. According to
Brennan, those cars could be worked with steam, petrol and electricity. In 1887, a Russian
engineer I. Romanov, designed a suspended electrical monorail that was successfully
demonstrated in St. Petersburg. There are more than 20 monorails, most of them
experimental, operating in the world today. Their successful operation shows that they could
be used as means of regular passenger transport.
