When you buy groceries at a supermarket, a computer is used with laser and barcode technology
to scan the price of each item and present a total. Barcoding items (clothes, food and books)
require a computer to generate the barcode labels and maintain the inventory. Most television
advertisements and many films use graphics produced by a computer. In hospitals, bedside
terminals connected to the hospital’s main computer allow doctors to type in orders for blood
tests and to schedule operations. Banks use computers to look after their customers’ money. In
libraries and bookshops, computers can help you to find the book you want as quickly as
possible.

The computer has made it possible to mechanize much of the information interchange and
processing that constitute the nervous system of our society.

The versatility and convenience of the microprocessor has changed the entire architecture of
modern computer systems. No longer is the processing of information carried out only in the
computer’s central processing unit. Today there is a trend toward distributing more processing
capability throughout a computer system, with various areas having small local processors for
handling operations in those areas.

There are a number of advantages of distributed processing. First, since many elements of the
computer can be working on different portions of the same task, the work may be done faster.
Second, if one element in the network malfunctions, its workload can be shifted to another
element or shared among several elements, so that the entire work is relatively immune to
failure. Third, the network can be small enough to be contained within a single laboratory or
building, or it can be spread out over a wide area.
