1) Discuss the following case and suggest what should be done in order to avoid such disasters

On February 7, 2008, a series of explosions occurred at the Imperial Sugar plant in Port
Wentworth, Georgia. Fourteen people died from the explosions, and 36 workers were treated for
serious burns and other injuries. The explosions also destroyed multiple buildings at the facility. The
U.S. Chemical Safety and Hazard Investigation Board (CSB) identified the root cause of the
explosion to be an accumulation of combustible granulated and powdered sugar and sugar dust. The
sugar and cornstarch equipment were not designed to minimize the accumulation of this dust,
according to the CSB. The CSB also faulted Imperial Sugar for its inadequate emergency evacuation
plans. The written emergency response procedure directed workers to use an intercom system in the
event of an emergency. However, this intercom system was not used inside refiner or packing
buildings. Personnel inside the plant only received emergency notifications through word of mouth,
two-way radios, and cell phones. Therefore some workers were not promptly notified of the
emergency. While the company had posted evacuation routes, Imperial Sugar failed to train
employees or conduct emergency evacuation drills. In addition, emergency lighting did not provide
adequate illumination; therefore, some workers had difficulty in finding their way to safety when the
explosions and fires knocked out the normal lighting. The CSB noted in its report that prior to the
accident Imperial Sugar workers had experienced a number of near misses related to dust
accumulation and small fires. Rather than alert the company and workers to the dangers, however,
these near misses emboldened the workers to continue with the unsafe operation and accept the risk.

Musk
wanted to reduce the expense of spaceflight by developing a fully reusable rocket that could lift off
and return to the pad it launched from. Beginning in 2012, SpaceX’s Grasshopper rocket made several
short flights to test such technology. Musk was a chief designer in building the Falcon rockets,
Dragon, and Grasshopper.

3. Musk had long been interested in the possibilities of electric cars, and in 2004 he became
one of the major funders of Tesla Motors, an electric car company. In 2006 Tesla introduced its first
car, the Roadster, which could travel 245 miles (394 km) on a single charge. Unlike most previous
electric vehicles, it was a sports car that could go from 0 to 60 miles (97 km) per hour in less than
four seconds. Two years later Tesla introduced the Model S sedan. The company won further praise
for its Model X luxury SUV, which went on the market in 2015. The Model 3, a less-expensive
vehicle, went into production in 2017.

Irkutsk was founded by early explorers of
Siberia as a small fortress in 1661. In 1686 Irkutsk received the status of a town; later in 1790 it
received its own coat of arms that still exists. Electricity came to Irkutsk in 1896, the first theater —
in 1897, and the railway station —in 1898. Irkutsk had the nickname “Siberian Paris” at the beginning
of the 20th century.

About 620 thousand people live in our city according to the recent census returns. It makes
Irkutsk one of the largest cities in the Eastern part of Russia.

The leading industries here are aircraft assembly, aluminum smelting, oil and wood processing,
etc.

One should mentioned that Irkutsk is a big educational centre. The total number of students
here is round 120 thousand that makes 12% of city’s population. 7 city’s State Higher Educational
Establishments train specialists almost in every field (medicine, law, management, engineering,
languages, etc). There are 9 Institutes of Siberian branch of Russian Academy of Sciences here.

Being the capital of one of entities of the R.F., the Irkutsk region, our city hosts the
Administration of the region, regional Legislative Assembly, the Governor’s and Mayor’s offices and
the City Duma. Irkutsk is one of important transportation hubs in Siberia with regular flights to
Mongolia, China, Japan, Korea; still the main transportation artery is Trans Siberian railroad.

The Constitutional Right to a Healthy Environment

Do people have a right to clean air, safe drinking water, and a healthy environment? Fifty years
ago, the concept of a human right to a healthy environment was viewed as a novel, even radical, idea.
Today it is widely recognized in international law and endorsed by an overwhelming proportion of



countries. Even more importantly, despite their recent vintage, environmental rights are included in
more than 90 national constitutions. These provisions are having a remarkable impact, ranging from
stronger environmental laws and landmark court decisions to the cleanup of pollution hot spots and
the provision of safe drinking water.

Environmental rights and responsibilities have been a cornerstone of indigenous legal systems
for millennia. Yet the right to a healthy environment is not found in pioneering human rights
documents such as the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (1948), the International Covenant on
Civil and Political Rights (1966), or the International Covenant on Economic, Social, and Cultural
Rights (1966). Society's awareness of the magnitude, pace, and adverse consequences of
environmental degradation was not sufficiently advanced during the era when these agreements were
drafted to warrant the inclusion of ecological concerns.

The first written suggestion that there should be a human right to a healthy environment came
from Rachel Carson in Silent Spring, published in 1962: If the Bill of Rights contains no guarantees
that a citizen shall be secure against lethal poisons distributed either by private individuals or by
public officials, it is surely only because our forefathers, despite their considerable wisdom and
foresight, could conceive of no such problem.

Similarly, in her final public speech before dying of cancer, Carson testified before President
Kennedy's Scientific Advisory Committee, urging it to consider a much neglected problem, that of
the right of the citizen to be secure in his own home against the intrusion of poisons applied by other
persons. | speak not as a lawyer but as a biologist and as a human being, but I strongly feel that this
Is or ought to be one of the basic human rights.

The first formal recognition of the right to a healthy environment came in the Stockholm
Declaration, which emerged from the pioneering global eco-summit in 1972: Man has the
fundamental right to freedom, equality and adequate conditions of life, in an environment of a quality
that permits a life of dignity and well-being, and he bears a solemn responsibility to protect and
improve the environment for present and future generations.

In the four decades since the Stockholm Declaration, the right to a healthy environment rapidly
migrated around the globe. As of 2012, 177 of the world's 193 UN member nations recognize this
right through their constitution, environmental legislation, court decisions, or ratification of an
international agreement. The only remaining holdouts are the United States, Canada, Japan, Australia,
New Zealand, China, and others.
